A partnership between the State and Federal Governments,
along with the donation of 129 beautiful acres from Fort
Leonard Wood, makes this the fifth Veterans Cemetery in
Missouri. The Memorial fountain was donated by citizens of
Pulaski County in an effort by the Waynesville-St. Robert
Chamber of Commerce. A Korean War Memorial was
dedicated in 2013 and Purple Heart Memorial August 2017.
